Å modern methods of construction 
could reduce building costs by 10%

We eat, sleep, 

work, rest and play here. In an increasingly complex and 

rapidly changing world, our homes represent stability and 

security. As more of us now work from home, the division 

between work and home becomes more blurred.

Open calls in GBSLEP
Within a whole building or place solution which incorporates an 
innovative technology ERDF may be used to contribute towards some 
standard retrofit activity such as loft, cavity wall insulation, double/ 
standard triple glazing boilers, and solid wall insulation etc. Solid wall 
insulation is an eligible activity, however it is expected that the use of 
solid wall will be applied through an innovative approach and/or as 
part of a whole place solution to support the installation of innovative 
low carbon solutions.
Projects that may be supported can target both social and non-
domestic properties for intervention. Consideration will be given to 
small scale intensive pilot interventions which can act as 
demonstrators and can engage with small and medium sized 
enterprises
